Congratulations to our own, Highland Park Superintendent Dr. Scott Taylor
who was named Middlesex County Superintendent of the Year by the New
Jersey Association for School Administrators (NJASA).

Dr. Taylor received his doctorate from Columbia University, New York and a
Bachelor’s Degree and Education in Masters from Rutgers University in New
Brunswick. He is an adjunct faculty member at the Graduate-School of
Education at Rutgers University and at Montclair State University’s College of
Education and Human Services.

Dr. Taylor became Superintendent of Highland Park Schools in 2015 after
serving as Superintendent of Kenilworth Public School. He is a resident of
Highland Park where he lives with his wife, Caren, his two daughters both
students of Highland Park schools, two dogs and two cats.

Borough Welcomes New Historical Commission

At the request of resident volunteers, Mayor Gayle Brill Mittler and the
Borough Council reconstituted the Highland Park Historical Society (formerly
known as the Highland Park Historical Society) as a formal commission.

The Historical Commission is chaired by Michele Racioppi, a historic
preservation specialist at the New Jersey Historic Trust.

Highland Park Councilwoman Stephany
Kim Chohan serves as the liaison.

The commission plans to create a small exhibit in a display case at borough
hall, and produce a publication to mark the 40th anniversary of the
integration of the Highland Park school system.
