c.		Solar Field Update – Borough Administrator Jover advised the Governing Body about the fact that the cleanup would cost more than $70,000.  PSE&G cannot do the bidding; the Borough has to do the bidding.  They need the cleanup to be done before the construction of the solar field.


d.	MCIA Capital Equipment and Improvement Financing Program – Borough Administrator Jover explained that this is a loan/lease program for the Borough to get Police cars and for an electric vehicle for Code Enforcement.  The application to participate is due soon and a resolution will need to be adopted at the next meeting.
e.	Tax Mapping – Borough Administrator Jover explained that the County has a tax mapping program.  They had identified 5 towns to participate and one of those towns has been non-responsive and they will give Highland Park the spot.  The project will take a year to complete and maintenance assistance will be provided for three years.  There is no cost to the Borough.
f.		Summer Camp Before Care Hours and Rate – Borough Administrator Jover explained that there is an adjusted rate for the expanded before care program that will start earlier to attract more residents to the summer camp program.  The before care program will commence 1 hour earlier than last year.
